SPONSORSHIP INFORMATION

Junior competitors must bring in a minimum of $100.00 sponsorship

Senior competitors must bring in a minimum of $200.00 sponsorship

The sponsorship money and form must be turned in by the

NOVEMBER 20th rodeo

It is easy to turn in your money and form.

You can mail it to the address on the sponsor form,

or go to the photography tent next to the snack bar

Dennis Prendergast, the Sponsorship Chairman, 
is there each rodeo to handle your sponsorship forms and 
money and answer any questions you might have.
Each year we need to raise approximately $30,000.00 for year end awards, plus over $10,000.00 for our scholarship fund.  This is in addition to all of the general expenses associated with putting on the rodeos.  The other costs are covered by entry fees, snack bar sales and other fundraising activities in addition to donations.

· For every $200.00 for Senior member, or $100.00 for Junior member, over the required amount you will earn credit for a workday

· The Junior and Senior member that brings in the most sponsorship money by November 20th will receive prizes that will be posted.

· Remember, your required money needs to be in by November 20th, but you are welcome to continue bringing in additional sponsor money for the end of the year awards.

· If you come to November 20 and you do not have the required sponsorship money your parents can leave a “hold check” for the remaining amount.  The check will be held until the January entry date at which time you will turn in the remaining amount or the “hold check” will be cashed.  If the sponsorship money due hasn’t been turned in, you will not be able to take part in the January rodeo.

· If you have questions about the sponsorship program, or are having problems getting sponsors, call or e-mail Dennis Prendergast.  Please do not wait until November 19th to contact Dennis.  If you want help call early.  We will not provide the sponsors for you but can provide suggestions, ideas and guidance.

· Here are some ideas to get sponsors:

· Think about the people you and your family knows or does business with:  banker, feed store, insurance agent, printer, restaurants, vet, grocery store, doctors, neighbors, family, friends, aunts, uncles, grandparents …

· If you visit a store to ask for sponsorship be sure and wear your western attire (long sleeved western shirt, boots, hat).  If you are asking for rodeo money be sure and look the park.  It will make a difference.

· Tell them what you have learned from your rodeo experience and/or what your goals are for the upcoming year.

· Tell them that you are in a youth rodeo program that encourages sportsmanship, leadership, horsemanship, stewardship of livestock and education.  Although it is recognized by many schools as an approved extracurricular activity and some schools recognize it as a school sport it is not a school funded program.

· Let them know that CHSRA is a non-profit organization and any sponsorship is tax deductible.

· Not everyone will want to become a sponsor for a number of reasons.  If they decide not to be a sponsor make sure you thank them for their time and invite them to a rodeo.

· Those who do sponsor CHSRA District 3 with any amount, make sure and get their e-mail(s).  Let them know that they will be receiving an e-mail Sponsor’s Newsletter following each rodeo informing them of the week-end’s activities.

· Asking people for money can be scary and at times discouraging, but keep at it.  Remember, every person you do not ask, you can be sure will not make a donation.  No one succeeds all the time.  Even a baseball player who gets a hit 3 out of 10 times at bat is looked at as a great hitter.

· A number of our members not only get sponsors money for arena signs and end of the year awards, but also work to get personal sponsors for their entry fees and other rodeo expenses.  This is great, but remember, even if checks are made out to CHSRA 3, if it is for an individual’s sponsorship it is not considered tax deductible.  ONLY sponsorship of the District 3 rodeo is considered a tax deductible sponsorship.
